ORDINANCE NO. 1-2012

AN ORDINANCE OF THE BEAUREGARD PARISH POLICE JURY, STATE OF LOUISIANA,  AMENDING  AND  RE- ENACTING (ORDINANC E 5-81) , TO AMEND PERMIT PROCESS FOR USE OF PARISH ROAD S FOR DREDGING AND OIL, GAS, AND MINERAL EXPLORATION     "WIT HIN      BEAUREGARD      PARISH,      AND      TO OTH ERWISE PROVJDE WITH RESPECT THERETO.
BE IT O RDAI NE D, by the Beauregard Parish Po lice Jur y, State of Louisiana, convened in regular session on the 13th day of December, 2011, that the prior Ordinance No. 5-81 be amended and re-enacted as follows, to-wit:

WHEREAS, ther e  is  inc  reasing  activity  for exploration  of  oil,  gas  and  minerals  and  the inc reased use of  pa1ish  roads  by heavy  vehicles,  which  cause  damage  to  Beauregard  Parish  roads by their continued and expansive use;
WHEREAS, the prior Ordinance regulating said use is not s ufficie nt to meet the needs and concerns of possib le damage to Beauregard Parish roads;
Section No. l :

No person sha ll engage in any dredging operation or in the constm c tio n of any facility for the use in the exploration, drilli ng, production, refining , tra nspo rtatio n or manufacturing of oil, gas or other minerals, whe re said operatio ns affect drainage , are loca ted in navigable streams or involve work on or under parish roads, without first having  obtained  from  the Police Jury a permit to do so.
Section No. 2:

(a) Appl ica tio ns for permits required by thi s  ar ticle shall be  made in writing to and  filed  with the Police Jury. Appli cat ions sha ll be reviewed by the  Paris h Manager  and  the  applicant shall have a representa tive designated on the  applica tion  fom1,  and  avail able  for  the purpose of explaining the app lica tion and answe ring ques tio ns in connection the rew ith .
(b) Applica tio ns shall contain the following:
1. A descr iption of the proposed project, including an explanation  of  the work to be performed.
2. Two (2) sets of prints or drawings , showing the location of the wo rk. If the work involves pi pelines, app lica nt shall file with the Police J ury, within Sixty
(60) days after comple tio n of the project, one ( l ) set of drawings, showin g the exact route and loca tio n of the line tied into Governmental section com ers and lines.
3. The name, address and tele phone num ber of the applica nt' s representat ive, who shall be responsible for com plying with the tem1s of this ar ticle.
Section No. 3:

For all work done unde r this arti cle, requiring in s pectio n and supe rvis io n by the Parish Manager, Lhe a ppl ic ant for a pem1it required by thi s article, s ha ll pay in full the reasonable fee of FIVE HUNDRED AND NO/I 00 ($500.00) DOLLARS per parish road traveled within the parish.
That the a pplic atio n shall be iss ue d on an annual basis or a One (1) year period after the expiration of said One ( l) year period in the event that the operatio n s are s till being conduc ted by the pennit ho lder, it shall be necessa ry to renew the pem1it and pay the fee  per road as set  out in this section to obtain a renewa l of  sa id  permit  for another One (1)  year  period. Said fee and pem1it shall be de posited in the Paris h Road Distti ct fund and account of the Road District in
whic h the perm it application for usage of the Paris h Road occurs. ln the event the road travels
through multiple districts, sa id fees sha ll be divided evenly among the districts.

Sectio n No. 4:

It is a co nd itio n of every pennit issued pursuant to this article that the applicant shall not perform any work which will:
I.	Constit ute a hazard to navigation.
2. Res ult in the pollution or the disposal of any harmful wastes or material into any body of water.
3. Disrupt natural drainage or block any existing marsh ditches or canals.
4. Constitu te a hazard to users of publi c roads or result in the blocking of traffi c on public roads.
Sec tion No. 5:

The Pa1i s h Manager shall supervi se all work included under this article, invol ving use of roads and drainage, and applicants must obtain from  the Parish  Manager,  piior to commencement  of the usage of the roads and the project conte mplated by the applica nt, in order to app rove the
specifications of the project and use of roads in a manner satisfacto ry to the Beauregard Parish
Police Jury. The Paris h Manager shall have authority to combine multiple wells or projects into a single application and permit at his discretion, if deemed advisable.
Sectio n No. 6:

In the even t that the permit holder or contracto rs, subco ntracto rs or pa rtie s s upplying serv ices to the permit holder causes visi ble damage to any parish road, ordinary wear and tear excepted , as detern1ined by the Parish Engine er, the Paris h Engineer shall subm it a report, to the  permit holder of reco rd, of the rep airs necessary to be performed  due  to  the damage done by  the applicant or permit holder, and - sha ll then submit an estimate of the repairs to parish roads
damaged by pennit holder for review by the  permit holder.  ln  the event that the pem1it holde r or any cont racto r or subcontractor of the pennit ho lder finds such damage before it is discovered by the Paris h of Beauregard, the permit holder and/or their contractors and subco ntractors shall have an affirmative duty to notify the Pa rish withi n 72 hours of discovery of said damage. After
comple tio n of the repairs by the party contracted to repair said road by the Beauregard Parish Police Jury, the Paris h Manager sha ll subm it a report to the permit holder of the amount of the repairs along with copies of in vo ices from the party contracted by the Pari sh Manager to
com ple te the repairs and the permit holder shall have 60 days to pay said in vo ice to the Beauregard Paris h Poli ce Jur y.
Sec tio n No. 7:

At any future date, if the Beaurega rd Pa1i s h Po lice Jur y deems it necessa ry in order to protect the pub!ic i nterest,  and  to  provide  for  the  natural  growth  and  progress  of  the  parish,  an applicant  for a permit under this ar1icle, at its own expense, sha ll make such alteration or reloca tio ns of the
work as may be deemed necessary by the Police J ury, and the application and pennit provided by the Beauregard Parish Police J ury sha ll be amended to reflect such alteration or reloca tion of work.
Sectio n No. 8:

Whoever vio late s this article, shall be subject to a total fine of FIVE HUNDR ED AND NO/ I 00 ($500.00) DOLLARS and im priso nment in jail for six (6) month s and such vio latio n sha ll be
ca use for the revocation of any franchise or permit previously iss ued to the vio lator.
